BULLDOGS VS. WESTERNERS

Tonight’s game features California Western
University and the University of Redlands. The
Westerners ha‘l from San Diego where they are an
Independent NAIA team. The school’s enrollment,
2,200, is comparable to that of the U. of R.

Head Coach Robert Dinaberg has 22 returning
lettermen with which he hopes to reverse last year’s 3-4
record. This is the first game for the blue and gold in a
schedule which includes such Redlands opponents as;
Whittier, La Verne, and Cal Lutheran. Jackman LeBlanc,
an honorable mention All-American, is one to watch on
offense. Quarterbacking chores will fall on Wayne Clark,
a 6’3”, 210 pound Sophomore.

Cal Western has experience in its defensive end, Ron

Begley. Linebackers Jim Spellman and Jim Fey and
defensive backs Rick Johnson, Julian Weaver, and Mike
deDomenico will also add defensive strength.

The U. of R. will be out to prove that it is better
than the 25-7 score against Hayward State indicates.
The Bulldogs were victimized by several fumbles and
pass interceptions in the second half. There were several
bright spots in the game, however, such as the pass
catching of Don Ford and Stu Oakes, the running of
Flip Rondares and Tony Ward, and the defensive play
of Chip Chiappone and Jerry Pesce.

If the Bulldogs can put their running game together
tonight they will have a potent weapon to go with their
fine passing attack. Both teams will undoubtedly be try-
ing new combinations at this stage of the season, so be
prepared for a wide-open game.
